However, a question re-
mains: are these bifurcations, which
lead to the gestures of emancipation,
already engraved on this map - or is it
still possible to invent a singular future?

Patterns that make up the back-
grounds of my paintings are directly
inspired by Sarnath in India. This Budd-
hist site, from which Buddha started the
transmission of his thoughts to his first
disciples, offers a great insight into the
art of Buddhism. There is a precious
bas-relief of forms composed of open
triangles which unfold in an enigmatic
labyrinth around the Dhamek Stupa.
There are also intertwined plant-like
patterns, scattered with lotus flowers,
which adorn the ceilings of the temples
at Sarnath. There are also plant-like ins-
criptions which make up a graceful al-
phabet. | like to juxtapose these motifs,
transform them, and also slide them one
against the other in order to compose
the background of my paintings like so
many spiritual paths.

y paintings offer a dissonance in the

treatment of the material. Smooth
backgrounds, treated like print designs,
differ from the painted figures (ins-
pired by the chronophotographies of E.
Muybridge) which stand out by their bold
thickness. These same figures expand on
their perimeters in a network of small
veins and drips. It is precisely this tran-

sitional space between the fine and the
thickness of the material that questions
our gaze - and reflects the interpenetra-
tion of all these elements.

7779 ‘Embedded’ series is part of the
continuity of my previous paintings as-
sembled under the title ‘In the footsteps
of Eadweard Muybridge’ (2). While | was
previously focused on the expression of

the body, here the motifs composing the
background of the canvas take a prepon-
derant influence on the body figurations.
Thus, my figures advance on ‘fault lines’
to a destination of a universe bigger than
them.

n this new series | transpose the grid
background so characteristic of the
chronophotography of E. Muybridge (3). |
propose a discontinuous grid, positioned

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At 20, | travelled to India for a first
stay of 3 months.

During the 80s, |
even tried the adventure of the road
trip from France, heading towards
Kolkata ...

In the course of these trips, | discove-
red the main religious sites of India. |
opened myself to Indian spirituality -
without risking becoming a scholar of
Indian religions ... But, it is above all
Indian sculpture, the profusion of its
representations (those of gods, erotic
figures, goddesses emancipated from
weightlessness) , the magnificence of
vegetal representations) that have
nourished my inspiration until today.

My artistic work is essentially that of a
painter and a sculptor. All my pictorial
creation has its source in sculpture ...
My paintings are often representations
of temples or an arrangement of car-
ved stones arranged flat on the canvas.

My works invite to a spiritual pro-
gress... That of the emancipation of
the body, the one that gives life to the

sculptured stones, that of the vege-
table interlacing, that of the released
feminine bodies, that of a soft and
floating spirituality...

It is a line often transparent and dis-
creet that underlines the contours of
my figures - The line of a controlled
movement in which the hand is held
at a distance ... This line makes the
figure sliding under itself, or directs
the figure beyond. It is the search for
this line (that of the juxtaposition and
transparency of the material) that
feeds my artistic research and leads
me to the next steps.

In recent years, my artistic practice
has been nourished by the realization
of installations ... This is an area in
which | seek a simple balance between
aesthetics that captures the eye and
the substance of the concept.
